Perhaps 1t would be timely to furnish an
outllne of the wvsluable information on the
subject and what led up to the announcement
in the last lssue of the Canadian Paper money
Journal, page No, 113, that some contalners

- are unsafe for paper money.

This subject has been ralsed on different
occasions In the past. In the Rag Plcker,
the official publication of the Paper Money
Collectors of Michlgan, Volume 1V, Issue No.3,
of July, 1969, Mr, John H, Bragg wrote that
he had notes ruined after being stored in
plastic pages., He described the problem as
an olly f£ilm on the surface of the plastics
Apparently he was lnsertlng notes directly,
wlthout plastlc contalners of their own, into
the pages of three ring binders. -

In the next lssue of the Rag Plcker, at
page No, 147, Mr. Frank G. Burke reportea
similar damage. This was followed up by a
further confirmation of the presence of an
olly substance on these plastic pages, the
"soft" plastic, by the way, by Mabi Titus
(Volume V, No. 1, Jan. 1970) Who had an alter-
native suggestion on what can be used., He
suggested acetate sheets used to house postage
stanp first-day covers, Mr. Titus included in
his article some excellent criteria on what
congtitutes the 'ideal' paper money albun that
1s well worth reading.

One of the reports that. caused concern
was a brilef reference in the Winter 1971 issue
of the Basy-Proof Journal, Volume 28, No. 1,
whilch reads as follows:

BETTER FROTECTIION FOR MUSEUM "COLLEGTTON

The valuable collection of stamps housed
in London's Nationgl Postal Museum ig to
be better protected from long-term doteri-
oration. Laboratory-tests by the British
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Post Office have shown that the use of polyethelene terephthalate
a type of {transparent film, is the most sultable method of prow
Yectlng stamps from physical damage without ltself being dangerous
to the collection,

At present polyvinyl chloride 1s wused for this purpose, and
although there is no cvidence of its actually causing damage, it
may with age produce hydrochloric acid, Another danger is tﬂat
subgtances which are added to soften certain plastics may exude
and affect dyes.

Barbora R. Muellery, the able Editor of the Fasy-Proof Journal
has since woonilsly advised that this information was taken from
British Post 0ffice press releases adding Ler. concern about the pro-
perties of the various products used to house paper money, particularw
ly vinyl plastics, ©She kindly suggested some additiongl sources of
Information which are belng followed up.

: The evidence was thus bullding up and came to a head when the re-
gult of some research by Harry M, Eisenhzier of Oromocto, N.B., one of
our Bxecutive Directors, was made known. Because of his concern about
hls fine collectlon; Harry made a number of enquiries and 1s now make
Ing some tests, himself, He took the matter up with the Dow Chemlcal
Co, of Sprnia, Ont., furnishing them wlth all known plastic contalners
lncluding the vinyl and cellophane types. The response he got was
that all of them could be harmful, He then sent one of the "no~glare"
kinds, (frosted) obtalnable in the United States (perhaps only from
Wn, Donlon?), and this was cleared by Dow as sultable to use., It ig
not clearfron Harry's correspondence whalb fests Dow performed and eXe

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THE ROYAL MAUNDY MONEY

THE CEREMONY

"A new commandrment I glve unto you" will be the first
words spoken at the Royal Maundy ceremony to be held this year on
Maundy Thursday, April 3rd. As the season of Lent closes and Good
Friday appiroaches, the British as well as other christian peoples are
reuinded of the humbleness and exanple set by Christ when he washed
the feet of the disciples at the Last Supper.

The custon 1s followed today by the Queen and her Lord High
Almoner, leading the cerenony, distributing alms to the poor and obw
serving a beantiful and historical church service.

The word "Maundy' comes from the Latin "Mandatunm', neaning conw
nend or order as glven in John X111, verse 3%, The Ceremony dates
from the Sth century and gradually became more and nore elegborate un-
til it included gifts of food and clothing as well as nmoney, St.
Oswald, Archbishop of York obserwed the Maundy by feeding twelve poor
men every day from 972 untll his death during a Maundy Cerenony in 992,
Aelfrio, Archbishop of Canterbury from 996 to 1005 instructed hig
priests to observe the Maundy custom once a week,

The Norman kings of England observed a form of Maundy, as did the
Plantegenets, Bdward 11, 13" 7-1327 was the first English king to wash
the feet of the poor, In the period from about 1370 to 1485 the custonm
was observed on very f'ew occasions. Henry V11 revived the ceremony in
1486 and it was held amidst great ponp and spleidor, especlally durlng
the reign of Henry V111,

During the relgn of Elizabeth 1, a red purse containing 20 shill-
ings was given in place of clothing, a green purse containing 2 pounds
5 shillings was given in place of cloth and a white purse containing
the number of pence as the gueen's age was given -- this belng the
actual Maundy Money. These purses and values are stlll the same to-day.

The cerenony of Elizabeth 1 held in 1572 records that the feet of
a nmunber of poor people were first washed by the laundress, then by
the Sub-Almoner, next by the Lord High Almoner and finally (after a
careful inspection), by the Queen hergelf. William 111 gave the task
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conpletely to his Lord Almoner and in 175%, during the reign of
George 11, the cercmony as such was discontinued.

The present day Maundy Ceremony contalns all the tradition and
pageantry of the ages., The ceremony starts with the Procession of the
Royal Almonry which Includes such persons as the verger, the Clerk of
the Cheque and Adjutant, the Yeoman, the Wandsman, The Clergy, Sarge
eant of the Vestry of H.M. Chapel Royal, the Queen's Bodyguar&, the
Sub~Scrist and the Sub~Alnoner., A hymn is sung during the procese
sional, ‘

The Precenter opens the cercmony wlth the words "A new Command-
nent I give unto you, that ye love one another as I have loved you,
that yo also love one another," from John X111, verse 3k.

A prayer is followed by the Lord's Prayer, then the audlence
rises and sings the Gloria Palria and Psalm 91, After another prayer
and a hymn, the flrst distributlon fekes place. Green purses are
distributed to the woren in lieu of clothing and contain one pound
fifteon shillings; and white purses are distributed to the nen and
contain two pounds filve shillings., Two more hymns are sung by the
asudience during this distribution. Following the reading of the scrip-
tures, tho second distribution takes place. Thla time the red purses
contalning one pound as part of the maundy and thirty shillings as an
allowance for other provisions formerly given are distributed., Fina-
1ly, the white purses containing as nany pence as the Queen's age are
given, This amount is nade up of the denominations of 1, 2, 3 and 4
pence silver pleces and represent the balance of the Maundy.

The cerenony closes with the singlng of an anthen, a praycr for
the Queen, a general prayer of thanksgiving, a hymn, a benediction and
the National Anthen.

THE COLNAGE

The first actual Maundy Coins were struck during the relgn
of Charles 11, just after the Restoration in 1660. These coins were
undated, The first dated coins were struck in 1670 and were of 4, 3,
2 and 1 penny denominations. The first undated coins have the value
in Roman numerals behind the King's head on the obverse. The dated
issue is deslgned so that the value 1s shown in the linking of the
UC'e" on the reverse. Four "C's" belng four pence, three "C'sY three

pence, cte.

The James 11 Maundy colns have the value in large Roman nunerals
on the reverse. Slnce that time, however, the value has always been
shown in Arabic nunerals,

Until the reign of George 111, 1760-1820, the Maundy penny was
the only official Maundy coin. Since that tine, the set of four de-
nopinations are considered as the Maundy coinage.

Thig Maundy coinarc of Victoria and Edward V11l are nore cormon
than others because 1t was the practice of the Mint to issue nore sets
than necessary. These sets were sold through the banks., In 1909
BEdward V11 put restrictions on the amount of Maundy coins that were to
be struck. The sets not used during the cerenony are usually presented
to ceremony officlals or visiting forcign government representatives.

The Maundy colns are the last officlal colns of the monarch. They
are 925/1000 fine sllver and are legal tender,

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WHAT EVERY YOUNG NUMISMATIST SHOULD KNOW
By ROCO will@y, FBRQNOSQS FOCONDRO So
HOW_TO BEGIN

Young people become interested in coilns in many ways. Sone are
given a handful of foreign coins by an older brother, uncle or other
relative who was overseas in the Second World War or the Korean War,
A glft of such coins as these often creates an interest in Canadian
coins as well, If the boy ls interested in geography or history, heo
soon learns the value of colns in teaching history ond geography, as
well as such subjects as art and econonies.

A few boys get interested in colns as a result of seelng an
adult's collection, Usually they have never thought of coins except
as current noney, and the sight of gpecinens of the noney of other
countrics and other periods in hilstory reveals an interest which night
not otherwlse have a chance to develop. Such boys go back again and
agaln to visit the owner of the collection and learn the fundamentals
of nunismatics,

Then there are the rare individuals, such as nyself, who cannot
remenber a tinme when they did not have an interest in coilecting coins.
As very little children they kept a cent or a five-cent ploce because
of the design or colour, and began to keep a few coins gs a collection
of children's "pretty things". These young collectors never lose in-
terest In coinsg at any time during their childhood and adolescence,

and they qulckly discover how useful colns can be in assisting thelr
studles of history and geograpfy in school, For such young colleci-
‘ors, the privilege of seeling an adult's collection 1s an intellectual
treat, and they soon become full-fledged nunismatists,

How does a person acquirc colns? The usual way is to try and
find from circulation cvery cent, in as good condition as possible,
ninted since 1937. Then a collector turns to nlckels, dines, gquarters,
and fifty~-cent pleces since 1937, and the sllver dollars, Current
coins in their original nint state can be procured fron the Royal Can-
adin Mint in sets cach year as they are igsued., While gathering coins
dated since 1937, onc snaps up from clrculation any coin dated before
1937 in good conditlon,

Sooner or later, a youth has nearly everything he can get fron
circulation. What then? One course, and a very wise one, is to look
for specincns of the sane coins in better condltion than %hose he
already has. This is called inproving or upgrading the collection,
This is inportent, since a coln is nore valuable 1f its condition ig
good than if 1t is worn.

Then comes a tine when the collection 1s in the best condition
its owner can afford, At this point, trading duplicates with other
collectors cenables the owner to obtaln nany pieces he could not get
from circulation, As soon as one cannot get what he nceds by swapping
with others, it ls necessary to go to a coin dealer,
